The Women’s Club of Odessa (WCO), a member of the Delaware State Federation of 
Women’s Clubs, is offering students residing in the Appoquinimink School District an 
opportunity to apply for one of five $3000.00 scholarships for post-secondary education 
or career training. Funding of scholarships is made possible by the annual “Christmas in 
Odessa” colonial home tour. The mission of the WCO is to give back to the community 
through educational scholarships, supporting local projects, and historic preservation. 
The WCO awards scholarships to students who show a commitment to their 
communities through volunteerism while maintaining outstanding grades.


Eligibility Requirements:


1. The applicant must be a resident of the Appoquinimink School District (ASD), 
although they may attend schools outside of the district. Students who attend 
school in the ASD but who do not reside within the ASD are not eligible to apply.


2. The applicant will graduate by the end of the current school year. 


3. The applicant must provide a letter of recommendation from a non-family 
member who can speak to your commitment to volunteerism.


4. The applicant must provide a current copy of their transcript. Unofficial transcripts 
are acceptable.


5. The applicant must complete the attached application form. Copy the application 
into your own Google Docs so you can type your responses and email it to us as 
a PDF. Alternatively, feel free to print a paper copy if you prefer to handwrite.


6. The application must be postmarked or emailed by MAY 1, 2026 to be 
considered. Applications dated after May 1 or incomplete applications will not be 
considered.
